Día California Program Application
Deadline for submitting: February 8, 2010
Program Description: Successful applicants will be reimbursed up to $500.00 per library site for programs that celebrate El día de los niños/El día de los libros (also known as Día). Día is a celebration of childhood and bilingual literacy (www.diacalifornia.org). Libraries that plan to host cultural programs to encourage and promote reading within the community between April 15 and May 15, 2010 are welcome to submit reimbursement proposals to the Southern California Library Cooperative (SCLC) (www.socallibraries.org ), the administrative agency for the Día California project.
A successful application will demonstrate innovation in creating a program that reaches out to the library’s underserved communities. The following items must be included in your application:

· Community partnership information
· Well-articulated program goals
· Marketing/promotional activities

· Event budget

· Measurement methodology (e.g., # of attendees, library card signups)

Successful applicants will also receive a set of free bilingual children’s books intended for distribution during their Día events. Books will be shipped by SCLC in time for the Día event. All reimbursement requests (with original invoices and/or receipts) must be submitted no later than June 1, 2010.
More information:

· Multi-branch systems may apply to receive reimbursements for programs at up to three different branches.

· Preference will be given to libraries (or branches) that have not previously received reimbursement.

· Libraries may apply to only receive bilingual books to give away to program attendees.

PLEASE NOTE: This is an LSTA-funded program. Funds can only be used to reimburse a library for having an author, illustrator or literary group read, tell, illustrate or bring literature to life based on a children’s book or a story from the oral tradition. Because of funding restrictions, we can only reimburse libraries (or Friends of the Library groups). We are not able to pay any authors, illustrators or literary groups directly.

Funds cannot be used to reimburse for snacks, refreshments, arts/crafts supplies, decorations, staffing, musical performers (e.g., mariachi), dance groups, face/body painters or items such as rented tables/chairs. If you are not sure whether your request will meet the LSTA guidelines, contact Rosario Garza at the SCLC headquarters.

Successful applicants will be required to submit a written narrative report of their program which will include total number of adult attendees, total number of children attending, description of activities. Successful applicants are strongly encouraged to also include photographs, copies of PR/marketing materials and anything else that will help illustrate how the program was carried out. All reports, photographs and other submissions will become part of the final narrative report that is submitted to the California State Library as part of the requirements of the LSTA grant award for this project.
All proposal submissions are due electronically no later than FEBRUARY 8, 2010 to the SCLC office at: sclchq@socallibraries.org.  This is a highly competitive process.  There is no guarantee that all proposals will be funded.
